DELTI\!EATION OF PROVISIONAL NARl'l'IHE BOUHDARIES BEMEN THE EXCLUSIVE FISH­
ERY ZONES OF THE Ul:JITED STATES AliD NEXICO IN TEE GULF OF NEXICO AND THE 

PACIFIC OCEAN 

The Commission met in the ofd.ces of the Uni.ted States Section at El 
Paso,. Texas. at 10:00 a.m., January 4, 1968, in ord~r to record in a 
Minute the d.elineation of the proviJJional maritime boundaries between the 
Exclusive Fishery Zones of the united States and 11ex:ico in the Gulf of 
Hexico and the Pacific Ocean. 

The Commission noted that by an ~change of no~es dated October 27, 
1967, the Governments of the United States and Hexico charged the Commis• 
sion to construet maritime botmdari~$ b:etween the two cou.ntries in the 
Gulf of Mexico and the Pacific Ocean~ This agreement prdvides that in the 
event the cormnissicn is unable to comp.li\lte the lines. prior to January 1, / 
1968.J it will, prior to that date, for the p1,1:rposes c>x that agreement• pre­
pare prQVisional lines to be used until the two countries agree on pertna• 
nent boundaries. 

, The GO'!.'ll1'llission concluded that it would prepare pJ:ovisi,onal boundaries, 
snd obse~that these boundaries would extend seaward for no more than 
twelve nauti,c•l miles (22,224 meters) from the base line. 

The COllUldssion thereupon reviewed Plan 11A" and Plan "B" of the provi• 
sional boun9ari,es in the Gulf of Mexico and in the Paci#ic Ocean. respec• 
t:tvely, da~d Deceetnber 30, 1967, which are attached to this Minute and form 
a part thereof, 

The CoJ111llission concluded that Plan "Au correctly shows the provisional 
maritime,~undary running,twelve nauticel.miles (22,224 meters) in the Gulf 
oi l'1e,cico ft!om a point at the middle of the present mouth of the lHo Grande 
on the parallel of 25°51 1 1511 North Latitude. !he Commission recognized 
thet in the event the mouth of the Rio Grande should l'llOve, the provisional 
boundary wQUld move with it~ continuing to run on the parallel of latitude 
passing th#,'ough the middle of the mouth of the riveT. 

The Commission als<> concluded that Plan r~n correctly shows the pro­
v1.tional maritime boundary . in the Pacific Ocean, running seaward to a point 
t~relve nautical mi1es (22,224 meteTs) from the base line. 

"""'\ The Commission then adopted the following resolution, subject to the 
express approval of the two, Governments: 
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1. The delineation o£ the provisional ma.:itime boundaries between the 
Exclusive Fishery Zones of the United States and Hexico shown on 
Plan 11A11 and Plan "B 11 accompanying this Ninute and forming part 
thereof is approved. 

2. The Commission Hill in due time inform the two Governments of changes 
in the latitude of the provisional maritime boundary between the 
Exclusive Fishery Zones in the Gulf of l~xico occasioned by chan3es 
in latitude of the mouth of the Rio Grande.
